From Wikipedia: Munster, Ontario  

 

(also known as Munster Hamlet) is a 
large village situated south-west of 
Stittsville, west of Richmond and north 
of North Gower. The Ottawa Carleton 
School Board offers an elementary 
school named "Munster Elementary 
School". 
 

Munster was established as a post 
office by 1870. It was part of Goulbourn 
Township. Since 1 January, 2001, it has 
been a part of the City of Ottawa. This 
was part of a massive amalgamation, 
resulting in the various municipalities 
within the former Regional Municipality 
of Ottawa-Carleton combining to form 
the larger city that exists today. 
Munster was home to the Anglican 
parish church of St. Stephens, which 
closed in the 1960's. At that time, 
Munster was a simple cross-roads 
village of a handful of houses. In the 
1970's, a rural suburb, marketed as 
"Munster Hamlet", added about 400 
houses to the community. The 
community was built in four quadrants. 
The church was then re-opened as the 
Munster branch of the Ottawa Public 
Library. 
 

After the amalgation into the City of 
Ottawa, some in Munster, as a rural 
suburb of the city, remain opposed to 
the amalgamation - refer to Carleton 
County, Ontario for more information. 
 

Munster has a convenience store, a 
restaurant, and is the site of Saunder's 
Farm, which has outdoor mazes and a 
Halloween theme park. 
 

Munster is named for Munster, Ireland.

 After several years of hiatus, the police 
presence in Munster is being reactivated.  
For over 15 years we had a Community 
Office run by our ñMunster Mayorò Jack 
Hamilton assisted by Lloyd Carr.  With 
the budget cutbacks over the years, 
many community police offices were 
closed in the Ottawa area, including ours.  
Our general policing now comes under 
the Manotick Community Police Office for 
rural policing subordinated from the 
Kanata Community Police Office. 
 

Lloyd has again ñassumed the positionò 
as the local police volunteer reporting to 
the Manotick office.  His duties include 
providing liaison between the city police 
and the Munster Community Association 
and the community at large.  One of the 
first incentives is to reactivate the 
Neighbourhood Watch program that was 
quite active for several years in the 
community.  As the program progresses, 
he will be looking for a key member from 
each quadrant to canvas and pass on 
information to quadrant residences and 
ensure they are aware of how the 
Neighbourhood Watch program works.  
Once more information is received, and a 
program established, information will be 
developed and disseminated to the 
community.      
     

Another program under development is a 
motorized vehicle education program.  
This will provide information to everyone 
on current laws on the use of pocket
