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Munster Community Association (MCA) Executive Roles and Responsibilities

General: The MCA meets monthly from September through June to discuss and organize activities intended to improve the
well-being and spirit of our Community. Major activities of the MCA are: Winter Carnival, Spring/Fall Clean-ups, local
(volunteer) management of the Community Centre, maintenance of the outdoor rink and other recreational activities
(hockey, tennis, etc.), Patio Party, Munster Phone Book, etc. The MCA also engages in special project such as the Munster
Sewage lagoon issue and the Community Centre Expansion project.

All MCA Executive Members devote varying amounts of time depending on their responsibilities and availability. All roles
are voluntary, but expenses are covered by the MCA.

President: The MCA President typically chairs monthly meetings and the AGM. He/she is the “face” of the MCA and is the
liaison with our local City Councillor and other representatives. The President is responsible for coordinating and working
with the MCA Executive and all Members to ensure MCA objectives are being met.

Vice-President: Supports the President and presides over MCA meeting in his/her absence. The Vice-President typically
is responsible for special projects such as the MCA Christmas lights (putting up and taking down, LED replacement, etc.).
The VP role is a “catch-all” position that is expected to aid and assist in all other MCA roles and events.

Treasurer: The MCA Treasurer is responsible for collecting all monies due to the MCA and paying of all bills. He/she is
responsible for keeping accounts and reports monthly to the MCA executive on the state of the accounts. Other duties
include making sure there are cash floats available for such events as the Winter Carnival and Patio Party and banking all
monies received at such events.

Recreation Director: Build and maintain outdoor rink with the help from volunteers. Yearly snow blower maintenance.
Installation/removal of tennis nets. Setting the equipment during the Munster ball hockey pickup games held on Wednesday
nights between 7-9pm, starting after Labour Day till the weather permits. Keeping the basketball/tennis court clean at all
times. Working with the city for any improvements towards all parks and getting all reports for rink grant. Helping with MCA
activities during the fiscal year. Carnival games should be aimed toward younger generation. Attend monthly MCA
meetings.

Social Director: The Social Director is charged with making sure that everyone has fun. The two big annual events that
need organizing are the June Patio Party and Winter Carnival in February. Duties include soliciting volunteers to work
events, arranging permits with the City, ordering supplies (liquor, canteen supplies), booking entertainment (bands,
performers at Carnival, etc.), and set and approving a Budget for events. Finally, pulling all this together with the other
MCA volunteers to make these events a success.

Membership Director: The membership director is responsible for coordinating the annual membership drive and
production of the MCA phonebook. Duties include recruiting and coordinating the neighborhood canvassers and
updating/compiling the information contained in our local directory. The membership drive is usually held during the months
of September and October.

Community Centre Liaison: The MCA has negotiated a local management agreement with the city. As a result we are
responsible for the programming and bookings at the centre. The Liaison books local activities and signs contracts for
community-run programming. The Liaison also works with the city to book city-run programs and ensures the facility is
maintained properly. Duties also include collecting fees, administering key custody and maintaining records for reporting to
the MCA and the city.

Secretary: The Secretary takes minutes and records decisions taken at MCA Executive meetings and at the MCA Annual
General Meeting. Minutes are distributed to all members of the Executive, and in particular, to the Communications Director
for publishing.

Communications Director: This role assumes responsibility for all MCA Communications, including the MCA Website,
distribution of Press Releases for upcoming Events, invitations to the Press to attend events, and overall responsibility for
collecting MCA Newsletter content and the creation and distribution of the Newsletters to Members.

Member at Large: A voting Member of the MCA Executive, a Member at Large is expected to attend monthly meetings.
Level of commitment to Events and Special Projects is dependent on the individual’s time and availability/commitment. This
is a good position to learn more about the MCA without over-committing personal time.
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Welcome to the second quarter of 2011. The past months have
been relatively quiet for Munster for police activity. Again, a
reminder to keep the garage doors closed and attractive items out of
sight; and of course the main entrance doors should be locked.

With warm weather approaching, open windows become an
attractive means of entering your home. Please keep all ground
floor windows closed and secure when not at home.

Ensure you keep your vehicle locked and attractive items out of
sight. GPS units and spare change are common reasons for break-
ins.

ATV and off-road motorcycles (unlicensed) cannot be operated on
municipal roads however; they are tolerated in our rural area if
travelling to/from your residence to the trails at a low/quiet speed.

Remember to check our local web site for the latest weekly police
reports and access to the Neighbourhood Watch program.

Being a Neighbourhood Watch participant does not require
attendance at any meetings or canvassing. Learning to be aware of
your neighbours, the local activity on your street, and passing
residents can assist to ensure any strange activity is identified and
reported to the police before something serious happens.

All those that participate receive weekly email from our
local constable and create awareness within the
community and surrounding area.
