VICE PRESIDENTS REPORT

Brian did report that Ken McRae and others have made issue with the protection of the provincially significant wetland complex just west of the service road access to Jinkinson Rd. and extending to the Canadian Golf Course. This wetland area is the groundwater aquifer source for Munster and King's Park (Richmond) and based on the Wellhead Protection Study completed by Golder Associates for the Rideau Valley Conservation Authority (RVCA), Dec.'03 in conjunction with the City of Ottawa, this wetland area is to be reserved as a protected area in the City Official Plan.  

The proposed Henderson Quarry by Thomas Cavanagh Construction, located immediately west of the Jinkinson Rd. at Hwy 7, has been approved by the MNR and development will take place in accordance with the Class Environmental Assessment Report. The MNR, Kemptville, have confirmed that this development accounts for the recommendations of the Wellhead Protection Study
