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Munster Police Liaison 
Welcome to the winter quarter and a New Year.  The 
past period has been busy with many in the area 
experiencing debit card fraud and other illegal activity.  
We will see this continuing as we are in the electronic 
world and the unscrupulous continue to find new ways to 
cheat us of our hard earned money and attractive items. 
Speaking of attractive items, the increased use of GPS 
and cell phones by everyone opens new doors for entry 
to your homes.  An article was received about an incident 
outside our district.  A couple was at a football game with 
their car parked adjacent to the stadium.  Items stolen 
from the car included a garage door remote control, 
some money, and a GPS unit.  When the victims got 
home, they found that their house had been ransacked 
and just about everything worth anything had been 
stolen. 
 

The thieves had used the GPS to guide them to the 
house.  They then used the remote control to open the 
garage door and gain entry to the house.  The thieves 
knew the owners were at the football game so they knew 
how much time they had to clean out the house.  It would 
appear that they had brought a truck to empty the house 
of its contents. 
 

Something to consider if you have a GPS ï donôt put 
your home address in it.  Put a nearby address (adjacent 
community fire hall) so you can still find your way home if 
you need to, but no one else would know where you live 
if your GPS was stolen.  Also, if you have a door into the 
house from the garage, it should be of metal construction 
and have a good dead bolt installed, and always locked. 
Another is your cell phones.  A lady has changed her 
habit of how she lists her names on her cell phone which 
was recently stolen along with her wallet.  Twenty 
minutes later when she called her husband to tell him 
about the theft, he responded with: ñI received your text 
asking about our PIN and Iôve replied a little while ago.ò  
When they rushed to the bank, the bank staff confirmed 
all funds had been withdrawn. Never disclose the 
relationship between you and the people in your contact 
list (hubby, sweetie, etc).  And very importantly, when 
sensitive info is being asked through text mode, 
CONFIRM by calling back.

Snowmobile Use 
Weôre getting a few complaints of snowmobiles creating 
excessive noise and travelling in unauthorized areas.  All 
are reminded that the local parks (soccer field area, 
Owlshead park, ballpark area) cannot be used by 
motorized vehicles.  When travelling to/from your 
residence to the trail, please keep the RPMs down and 
select a straight route to the trail to eliminate excessive 
movement within the community.
