Vice-President's Report

The MCA would like to notify residents to drive safely in and around the community. In the months ahead the City of Ottawa Police have advised that they will be setting up the speed trailer on the Munster Side road to register vehicle speeds in response to safety concerns expressed by some of our residents. The police will give us a summary of their findings, which we can report at next writing. 

However, this time of year tends to be a particularly busy one on the major connecting roads around the community, with everyone back to school and work after the summer recess. Traffic traveling to Saunders Farm during Halloween also contributes to increased volumes. So the MCA advises, for the safety of our children, be extra vigilant and cautious this Fall and drive within the speed limit.

You will also note that the former Munster Lagoons (4 cells) have been decommissioned this summer and final site work is nearing completion. This is the final stage of the sanitary sewer pipeline project from Munster to the City system in Richmond. City officials confirm that all earlier issues with odor problems that occurred in Richmond at the Jock River have been resolved this past Spring. The system is operating as planned. One holding basin (emergency use) will remain in Munster adjacent to the new sewer pumping station in order to accommodate high peak volumes sometimes experienced during the spring freshette.

In closing, if you have issues that you would like the MCA Executive to help with, please advise one of us directly or submit your request through the www.munsteronline.ca web site. By way of example, there have been complaints during the summer months about the noise from heavy trucks using 'engine brakes' traveling north into the community from Richmond. Please advise us if you agree.
