The Munster Co-op Nursery School is thrilled to welcome back our teacher-director, Tracey McIntyre, after her maternity leave. The time seems to have flown by, thanks greatly to Judith Cox, who filled in and developed a real bond with all the children through the first term of the year. The transition has been seamless and Tracey and the kids are 'plowing' through the winter with great enthusiasm! 

The nursery school is a great place for your pre-schooler to make friends in the community and to ease the transition across the hall of the Munster Elementary School to the junior kindergarten class, when the time comes. At MCNS the children learn through co-operative play, arts and crafts, circle and story time as well as outside in the play-yard (when it's not tooooo cold).

The co-op nursery allows you to become involved with your child's school experience right in the classroom as in-class Teacher Assistant on a rotational basis, though replacement helpers are available if you are ever unavailable last-minute families can chose the Fundraising or Non-Fundraising Option depending on your preference and choice of a Board or Committee position is available to suit your time availability.

1st Aid,  C.P.R. Training and Babysitters Courses here in Munster
Gail Lauzon, of 50 Dogwood Drive, a certified instructor through the Heart and Stroke Foundation for First Aid and CPR since becoming a founder member of the Munster First Response Team has also now become a certified instructor for St. John Ambulance.  She offers a full array of 1st Aid, and Babysitters courses as well   As many of our jobs or school courses require this training, it was suggested that  perhaps it would be a great convenience to offer these courses right here in the community for anybody who is interested, for either personal or professional reasons.  Courses will take place in the basement of the United Church, and the need will determine the frequency. A minimum of 5 people will be required to do a class. 

C.P.R. re-certifications ONLY can be done for smaller groups in your own home, if space facilitates.  For anyone interested, please call (or e-mail) Gail any time and she will be glad to help you decide which course best meets your needs.   If there is no answer, please leave a message and your call will be returned A.S.A.P.  

Gail says  “Recent headlines in the news regarding the poor cardiac arrest survival rate in our city were very disturbing to me as a C.P.R. instructor, and I decided then that I was going to try to make a difference.” 

A (non-certified) 3 hour basic adult C.P.R. training session each month is offered for anyone interested.  

The cost a Donation to the Heart and Stroke Foundation to further their research of heart disease.  The date set for February will be Saturday the 12th from 9.a.m. to noon.
