Neighbourhood Crime Prevention: A Joint Responsibility


The prevention of crime – particularly crime involving residential neighbourhoods – is a responsibility that must be shared equally by Police Services and private citizens. The fact is the impact on crime prevention by Police Services alone is minimal when compared with the power of private citizens working with Police Services and with each other.  Neighbourhood Watch is based on this concept of cooperation, and statistics prove that it works. When citizens take positive steps to secure their own property and report suspicious activity around their homes, crime decreases dramatically.
What Neighbourhood Watch Is:

 
Neighbourhood Watch is an extension of what you are probably already doing on an informal basis. We tend to know and watch out for our closest neighbours. Organizing a Neighbourhood Watch makes this attitude of watchfulness more systematic in nature.  It facilitates our watchfulness by sending its members a WEEKLY newsletter (no spam) that informs them about criminal activity that has happened in OUR neighbourhood.  In addition, if the need arises, members will be alerted to critical information/situations that cannot wait until the next weekly newsletter.  
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Dispelling Myths:  The facts about Neighbourhood Watch
1) Neighbourhood Watch does NOT require you to be available for children and seniors to come to your door when they are lost, frightened, or in distress.  That program is called Block Parent and is not currently endorsed by the Ottawa Police Service.
2) Neighbourhood Watch does not require you to perform any special tasks, go to any meetings or take on any responsibilities.
3) You don't have to patrol the neighbourhood or chase burglars. Neighbourhood Watch just involves being alert as part of your everyday life. For example, when you go to the window to open or close the drapes, instead of just opening or closing them and turning away, you might stop for a second and take a quick glance around your neighbourhood to ensure that everything is as it should be.  If you see something suspicious please report it to the Police and let them do the rest.  
4) Being a part of Neighbourhood Watch does not require you to know your neighbour's business or them to know yours.  All that is required is that you be familiar enough with your neighbours to be aware of who belongs and who doesn't.
