Weekly Activity Update: Dec. 2/11 to Dec. 8/11
Patrol Officers in the Rideau/Goulbourn area responded to 75 general calls for service from the public for the reporting period of Dec. 2nd to Dec. 8th. From these calls for service the following is a partial breakdown of incidents by Community:

· Manotick: 4 B&E, 1 Collision, 1 Mischief, 3 Suspicious, 2 Theft, 1 Theft-fr-Veh.

· Rideau-Valley: 1 Mischief

· Carleton Golf: 1 B&E

· Kars: 1 B&E

In addition to the calls for service, patrol officers are also proactively enforcing the Highway Traffic laws, responding to false 9-1-1 and alarm calls, and assisting the Ottawa Fire, Paramedics and By-law services.

OH MY DEER! — Those frisky critters are everywhere. It’s week fifty and fifteen more deer collisions were reported in rural west Ottawa. 
This week West Carleton reported in eight collisions while Rideau-Goulbourn reported in seven.
The count now stands at 157 to 100 in favor of Rideau-Goulbourn.
Break and Enter:
Nov. 27
Bluebird Street, Kars: A homeowner reported a break and enter that occurred sometime between 1 and 4 p.m. on Sat., Nov. 26.
The unidentified culprit entered into the house through an unlocked rear door and stole a Toshiba A100 model laptop from the den.
There was no indication of a search and nothing else was reported missing from the home. 

Dec. 4
Long Island Road, Manotick: A complainant reported that an alarm system at his parents’ home was triggered at around 3 a.m. on Sun., Dec. 4 in the garage and workshop area of their residential property.
Checking up on the house later that morning the complainant discovered that the back door to the garage and workshop had been open but nothing appeared to be missing.
The complainant claimed that the doors were locked at the time of the B&E; however, there were no signs of damage or forced entry.

Dec. 4
Driscoll Drive, Manotick: Sometime between noon on Wed., Nov. 30 and 5 a.m. on Thurs., Dec. 1 a single family dwelling was broken into and a number of personal items stolen.
The police report indicated that the unidentified culprit entered into the house either through a rear patio basement door or a side garage door and exited through the same point. 
Because there weren’t any signs of forced entry and the homeowner’s was unsure of the original state of the door locks, the investigating officer suspected that a door to the house had been left unlocked. 
Reported stolen were a Nokia flip cell phone, a wallet containing personal identification cards, and an Apple MacBook Pro. 

Dec. 4
Riverside Crescent, Manotick: Sometime during the overnight hours on Sat., Dec. 3 an unidentified culprit quietly entered into the family’s home through a set of unlocked doors, while the family slept, and stole to a bunch of items that were left in plain sight. He then exited the house through the front door. 
According to the homeowner, the side garage door and interior door were left unlocked, but the front door was locked during the night.
The homeowner recalls hearing a faint sound of footsteps coming from the basement stairs at around 4:30 a.m. but reasoned it away to being caused by a family member. She also recalled hearing her dogs barking, but added that they often barked at anything.
Reported stolen from within the house were an HP laptop and a wallet containing personal identification and credit cards.
The van that was parked inside of the garage was searched but nothing was taken.
Please take the time to lock all of your doors at night and investigate any strange and unusual sounds. Do not simply try and reason it away.

Dec. 6
McLean Crescent, Manotick: An unidentified culprit entered into a Manotick home through an unlocked rear door and stole a Hitachi laptop and $25 in change.
The break and enter occurred sometime between 2 p.m. and 9 p.m. on Tue., Dec. 6 while the owner was away.


Dec. 6
Timagami Court, Carleton Golf and Yacht: Sometime during the day on Tue., Dec. 6, it is suspected that an unidentified culprit cased out four homes in the Timagami neighbourhood and broke into one through a patio door. A single set of footprints that tracked its way up to the doorways of the homes ended up along the roadside where a set of tire tracks can be seem leaving the area. 
A resident returning from work discovered that her home was broken into with a brick bring tossed through her patio door. 
Reported stolen were a Canon Rebel digital camera, a cheque book and a small flat screen TV.
Dec. 7
Island View Drive, Manotick: An unidentified thief entered into a home on Island view through an unlocked side door sometime between noon and 3 p.m. on Wednesday and stole several pieces of electronic items.
Report stolen were a 32” Toshiba TV, an Xbox 250 and two Xbox games.
There was no indication of a search and several expensive and portable items such as laptops, left in plain sight, were left untouched.
A faint odor of marijuana was detected when the owner returned home.
The alarm system and doors were left unlocked at the time of the B&E.
Collision:
Dec. 2
Colony Heights Road, Manotick: A driver was charged under the Highway Traffic Act for distracted driving while using a handheld device after he rolled into the backend of a car that was stopped at the intersection of Colony Heights and Whitewood Avenue.
A witness told police that the driver had his head down for about five second while he was approaching the intersection and had travelled about thirty feet before colliding into the stopped vehicle.
The driver explained to police that he was only looking at the time on his cell phone when the collision occurred and not texting.

Mischief:
Dec. 8
6800 section of Rideau Valley Drive, Rideau-Goulbourn: A complainant reported that the gasoline in her vehicle was deliberately tampered with sometime between 5 and 10 p.m. on Wed., Dec. 7.
The complainant believes that the lid to her vehicle’s gasoline cap was pried open and some foreign substance poured into the tank.

Dec. 4
Carrison Drive, Manotick: Sometime between 9 p.m. on Sat., Dec. 3 and 4 p.m. on Sun., Dec. 4, an unidentified person walked up to a homeowner’s front entrance and broke her Christmas light display that ran down to the driveway. He then threw the lights onto her front lawn and walked away.
The homeowner also reported that two patio stones were removed from the end of her walkway and placed on her front steps. 

Suspicious:
Dec. 5
Bridge Street, Manotick: At around 7 p.m. a.m. on Monday a 911-caller reporting observing an unidentified person walking down Bridge St. carrying a baseball bat.
According to the caller, the male appeared to look away whenever vehicles passed by and would change directions in an unusual manner.
The subject was described as white male with long black hair. At the time he was wearing dark clothing.

Dec. 7
McLean Crescent, Manotick: At around 6 p.m. on Wednesday a homeowner reported observing a vehicle and an unidentified driver behaving suspiciously on her street.
The caller became suspicious when the vehicle drove up and down McLean St. several times for no apparent reason.
The vehicle was described as a red 4-dr Honda Civic with partial licence plate number AZHD.

Dec. 7
Riverside Crescent, Manotick: A homeowner’s suspicions were raised on Wednesday between 9:30 and 10 a.m. when an unfamiliar vehicle pulled into his neighbour’s driveway while the owner was away and the garage door left wide open.
It appeared to the caller that the driver promptly left the property upon being noticed.
The vehicle was described as an older model dark blue 4-dr car, possible a 10-15 year-old Toyota with a loud exhaust.
The driver was described as Caucasian, late 20’s with dark brown hair.

Theft:
Dec. 3
5511 Manotick Main Street, Manotick: A group of about 5-6 teens were captured on surveillance cameras shoplifting a small quantity of candy from the Mac’s Milk Store in Manotick.
The store clerk told police that the same group of kids frequents the store on a regular basis and requested that they be trespassed.

Dec. 4
Mansel Crescent, Manotick: A homeowner reported the theft of two Christmas decorations that went missing sometime between 10 p.m. on Sat., Dec. 3 and 5 p.m. on Sun., Dec. 4.
The decorations were described as two white Christmas floodlights mounted on yellow tripods.

Dec. 4
Riverside Crescent, Manotick: A vehicle owner reported a theft from vehicle incident that occurred sometime during the overnight hours on Sat., Nov. 19.
The doors to the vehicle were left unlocked vehicle and a screwdriver set and a pair of Joe Mama sunglasses valued at $250 were stolen.
According to the owner the motion sensor lights above her garage were activated at around 3 a.m. on Sunday morning.

The Rideau/Goulbourn Police Centre is located at 1131 Clapp Lane in Manotick and can be reached at 236-1222 ext. 2314. The Centre is a “community problem-solving centre” and is responsible for the delivery of the Ottawa Police crime prevention programs.

· 613-236-1222, ext. 7300 – the O.P.S. call centre, to report a theft, missing person or stolen vehicle; and

· 311 – for Bylaw Dispatch Services.
