RIDEAU-GOULBOURN

Weekly Activity Update: Dec. 23/11 to Dec. 31/11
Patrol Officers in the Rideau/Goulbourn area responded to 79 general calls for service from the public for the reporting period of Dec. 23rd to Dec. 31st. From these calls for service the following is a partial breakdown of incidents by Community:

· Half Moon Bay: 3 theft-fr-Veh.
· Manotick: 1 Mischief, 1 Traffic

· Ironstone: 1 Suspicious 
· Stonebridge: 1 Disturb

· Carleton Golf: 1 Fire
In addition to the calls for service, patrol officers are also proactively enforcing the Highway Traffic laws, responding to false 9-1-1 and alarm calls, and assisting the Ottawa Fire, Paramedics and By-law services.

WE FINALLY MADE IT DEER. It is year-end and the last of the deer collisions have been tallied up. Week fifty-three netted nine collisions in rural west Ottawa with five collisions reported in West Carleton and four in Rideau-Goulbourn.
The final count for the year now stands at 174 to 110 in favor of Rideau-Goulbourn.
Disturbance:
Dec. 30
Lockhaven Private, Stonebridge: Just before 2 a.m. on Friday, a 911-caller was jolted from her sleep after some male stranger started banging on her front door and screaming out.
The caller indicated that it was the second time during the night that she was disturbed by strangers banging on her door.
Fire:
Dec. 31
Upton Road, Carleton Golf and Yacht: Emergency services were dispatched to a residence on Upon Rd. at around 8:30 a.m. on Saturday for a report of a vehicle engulfed in flames. 
The homeowner reported that his vehicle was parked in the driveway right next to the garage.
According to firefighters the fire started in the vehicle’s engine compartment and spread to the garage section of the house.
In the end the fire completely destroyed the vehicle and damaged the garage section of the house.

Mischief:
Dec. 29
Manotick Main Street, Manotick: Sometime between 6 p.m. on Wed., Dec. 28 and 10 a.m. on Thurs., Dec. 29, an unidentified culprit lobbed a cement block through the front display window of a Manotick business for no apparent reason. 
It was noted that the cement block was originally left outside of the store.
No entry was gained into the store and nothing was reported stolen.
 
Suspicious:
Dec. 28
Ironstone Crescent, Stittsville: At around 9 p.m. on Wednesday a complainant reported observing a strange white car parked at the dead-end section of Ironstone. The car remained in the area for several minutes with a number of unidentifiable occupants onboard.
The complainant expressed his ongoing concern with illegal drug activity in the area and noted that needles and crack pipes were found. 
Police stopped the suspicious vehicle as it drove out of the area and spoke with the occupants.
Theft:
Dec. 28
River Run Avenue, Half Moon Bay: A vehicle was entered into sometime during the overnight hours on Tue., Dec. 27 by an unidentified thief who rifled through the glove compartment and stole some personal items. 
The owner stated that his car doors were locked and the alarm set; however nothing was heard during the overnight hours and there was no sign of forced entry.
Reported stolen were a $400 pair of Prada sunglasses, personal identification, a Swiss Army pocket knife and a box of chocolates.
Dec. 30
Grand Canal Street, Half Moon Bay: A vehicle was rummaged through sometime during the overnight hours on Thurs., Dec. 29 and a $500 laser-cut key was reported stolen.
The owner stated that the vehicle doors were locked and no damage was observed.
Dec. 30
Grand Canal Street, Half Moon Bay: A second complainant on Grand Canal reported that her vehicle was also rummaged through sometime during the overnight hours on Thurs., Dec. 29 by an unidentified culprit.
The vehicle was left unlocked during this period and a black and silver coloured briefcase was stolen.
Traffic:
Dec. 23
Driscoll Drive, Manotick: At around 2 a.m. on Friday a 911-caller reported observing a white van speeding down Driscoll Dr. at a high rate of speed. 
It appeared to the caller that the driver only took off after he noticed that someone was watching him.
A few minutes later a second caller reported observing a silver coloured vehicle taking off out of the neighbourhood and finding fresh foot prints circling his house and car on Jean Park Rd.
Police arrive on scene within minutes of receiving the 911 call, but were unable to locate the suspicious vehicles.



Make the right Call:

The Rideau/Goulbourn Police Centre is located at 1131 Clapp Lane in Manotick and can be reached at 236-1222 ext. 2314. The Centre is a “community problem-solving centre” and is responsible for the delivery of the Ottawa Police crime prevention programs.  

It is important to note that the Manotick CPC is not an emergency response centre and that we do not dispatch cars to complaints or crimes in progress. When these situations arise, it is important to know the numbers to call for an appropriate response:


· 911 – for life-threatening emergencies or crimes in progress;

· 613-230-6211 – other emergencies, i.e.: suspicious incident or disturbance;

· 613-236-1222, ext. 7300 – the O.P.S. call centre, to report a theft, missing person or stolen vehicle; and

· 311 – for Bylaw Dispatch Services.
