Weekly Activity Update: Dec. 9/11 to Dec. 15/11
Patrol Officers in the Rideau/Goulbourn area responded to 55 general calls for service from the public for the reporting period of Dec. 9th to Dec. 15th. From these calls for service the following is a partial breakdown of incidents by Community:

· Manotick: 1 B&E, 1 Theft
· Stittsville: 1 Theft
In addition to the calls for service, patrol officers are also proactively enforcing the Highway Traffic laws, responding to false 9-1-1 and alarm calls, and assisting the Ottawa Fire, Paramedics and By-law services.

HANG ON DEER—2011 is almost over. It’s week fifty-one and fourteen more deer collisions were reported in rural west Ottawa. 
This week West Carleton reported in ten collisions while Rideau-Goulbourn reported in four.
The count now stands at 167 to 104 in favor of Rideau-Goulbourn.

Break and Enter:
Dec. 9
1100 section of Jean Park Road, Manotick: Sometime between 5 p.m. on Tue., Dec. 5 and 10 p.m. on Fri., Dec. 9, an unidentified culprit(s) broke into a residence on Jean Park through unspecified entry point and exited through a rear patio door.
According to the caretaker the patio door was last seen locked and secured with a hockey stick that was inserted into the tracks. 
On investigation, the patio door was found wide open and the hockey stick discarded outside.
A survey of the scene revealed that the culprits searched the house from top to bottom looking through bedroom and kitchen drawers. On initial investigation it appears that only a flat screen TV was stolen.
There were no signs of forced entry into the house.
Theft:
Dec. 11
Ridingview Crescent, Stittsville: An unidentified culprit entered into an unlocked residential garage sometime during the overnight hours on Sat., Dec. 10 and stole a motocross dirt bike. Because nothing was overheard during this time period it was suspected that the culprit wheeled the bike down the street.
The motorbike was described as a red and white 2010 Honda CRF 250R.
The homeowner stated that the garage is detached from his home and the culprit entered into the garage through an unlocked side door.
Dec. 13
Boucher Crescent, Manotick: Sometime before Dec 6th, an unidentified culprit(s) entered into a shed on a residential property and stole approx. $2000 worth of items.
Reported stolen were a 21-speed, men’s Deore XT mountain bike, black and yellow in colour; a Rossignol grey snowboard; nine Titelus golf clubs; and a black nylon golf bag.


Make the right Call:

The Rideau/Goulbourn Police Centre is located at 1131 Clapp Lane in Manotick and can be reached at 236-1222 ext. 2314. The Centre is a “community problem-solving centre” and is responsible for the delivery of the Ottawa Police crime prevention programs.  

It is important to note that the Manotick CPC is not an emergency response centre and that we do not dispatch cars to complaints or crimes in progress. When these situations arise, it is important to know the numbers to call for an appropriate response:


· 911 – for life-threatening emergencies or crimes in progress;

· 613-230-6211 – other emergencies, i.e.: suspicious incident or disturbance;

· 613-236-1222, ext. 7300 – the O.P.S. call centre, to report a theft, missing person or stolen vehicle; and

· 311 – for Bylaw Dispatch Services.
