RIDEAU-GOULBOURN

Weekly Activity Update: Jan. 8/12 to Jan. 14/12
Patrol Officers in the Rideau/Goulbourn area responded to 74 general calls for service from the public for the reporting period of Jan. 8th to Jan. 14th. From these calls for service the following is a partial breakdown of incidents by Community:

· Stittsville: 1 Suspicious

· Rideau Valley: 1 B&E

· Roger Stevens: 1 Fire

· Fallowfield: 1 Fire

· Manotick: 1 B&E
· Moodie: 1 B&E 

In addition to the calls for service, patrol officers are also proactively enforcing the Highway Traffic laws, responding to false 9-1-1 and alarm calls, and assisting the Ottawa Fire, Paramedics and By-law services.

LET’S COUNT THIS ONE DEER. Early last Tuesday morning, at around 3:30 a.m., a patrol officer radioed into dispatch that she had been involved in a motor vehicle accident on Galetta Side Rd. She reported that a deer had jumped out of the woods and crashed into her the side of her cruiser’s—taking out the passenger side mirror.
Before the fur had a chance to settle the deer leapt back onto its hooves and bounded back into the woods.
As this is the start of a brand new year, I would like to remind readers that the intent of this deer-counter is to raise driver awareness on the potential safety risks surrounding this human-deer interplay that takes place along our rural highways and byways. 
By track the deer-vehicle collision counts in each ward the hope is to draw a realistic picture of the actual goings-on out there. If last year’s results are any indication, then there is a clear difference between the two wards when it comes to deer collisions. Would anyone hazard a guess as to why there is a difference? 
Now, one finally point. The standing score is always in favor of the ward with the lowest number. Remember, the point here is to raise driver awareness and keep the collision count as close to zero as possible.
So, for the second week of 2012, a total of seven collisions were reported in rural west Ottawa: six coming from West Carleton and one from Rideau-Goulbourn. 
The score stands at 8 to 2 in favor of Rideau-Goulbourn. Does this look familiar?


Break and Enter
Jan. 11
Village Walk Private, Manotick: A complainant reported that his residence was broken into sometime during the day while he was at work. At the time, all of the doors to the house were locked with the exception of the access door to the garage.
There were no signs of forced entry into the house and only a 42-inch TV was stolen; other valuables that were left in plain sight remained untouched.
Muddy boot prints were observed throughout the house.
Police are currently following up on several leads. 
Jan. 13
7300 section of Rideau Valley Drive south, Rideau-Goulbourn: a 42-inch LG LCD TV and a remote control unit were stolen out of a residence near the Baxter Conservation Area sometime during the day while the owner was at work.
The unidentified culprit entered into the house through an unlocked side entrance door sometime between 7 a.m. and 4 p.m. on Fri., Jan. 13.
Only the television set was reported stolen and tire tracks were observed in the freshly fallen snow.
The owner spoke to his neighbours but nothing was observed.
Jan. 13
4000 section of Moodie Drive, Rideau-Goulbourn: Sometime between 4 p.m. on Wed., Jan. 11 and Fri., Jan. 13, an unidentified culprit forced his way into a storage building, which is located next to the owner’s house, and stole several valuable items.
The culprit used a tool of some sort to pry open a door that was locked with a deadbolt.
Reported stolen were a 2010 Harley Davidson motorcycle with Ontario licence JK785, a green and yellow John Deer ride-on tractor, an air compressor, and a large red tool chest filled with an assortment of tools.

Fire:
Jan. 11
3400 section of Roger Stevens Drive, Rideau-Goulbourn: Emergency services were dispatched to a house fire just west of Pierces Corners at around 1:30 p.m. on Wed., Jan. 11.
The interior of the house was engulfed in flames and the occupants were standing at the end of the driveway when police pulled up on scene. Attempts to douse the fire with snow and relocate propane tanks stored at the rear of the house were unsuccessful.
As fire services arrived and took control of the fire scene police began the process of shutting down a section of Roger Stevens Dr. to create a safe working environment for the firefighters.
No injuries were reported and the fire was deemed to not be suspicious.
Jan. 14
4500 section of Fallowfield Road, Rideau-Goulbourn: Just before 8 a.m. on Sat., Jan. 14, police received a call for service at the Kingdom of Worship Hall on Fallowfield; reports indicated that the exterior of the building was on fire.
By the time police pulled up on scene firefighters had already extinguished the flames and were already rolling up their hoses.
According to the Fire Captain a gas meter, which is located on the south side of the building, had caught on fire shortly after a nearby transformer blew up.
The small fire was quickly extinguished by the firefighters and no damage was reported to the exterior of the building.
The fire was deemed to not be suspicious by the fire inspector.
 
Suspicious:
Jan. 9
Ironstone Crescent, Stittsville: A homeowner reported observing a strange vehicle parked at the dead end section of Ironstone Cres. at around 5 p.m. on Monday; some sort of drug activity was suspected.
The vehicle was described as a small black Ford Ranger pickup truck with unidentified occupants. 
 
Make the right Call:

The Rideau/Goulbourn Police Centre is located at 1131 Clapp Lane in Manotick and can be reached at 236-1222 ext. 2314. The Centre is a “community problem-solving centre” and is responsible for the delivery of the Ottawa Police crime prevention programs.  

It is important to note that the Manotick CPC is not an emergency response centre and that we do not dispatch cars to complaints or crimes in progress. When these situations arise, it is important to know the numbers to call for an appropriate response:


· 911 – for life-threatening emergencies or crimes in progress;

· 613-230-6211 – other emergencies, i.e.: suspicious incident or disturbance;

· 613-236-1222, ext. 7300 – the O.P.S. call centre, to report a theft, missing person or stolen vehicle; and

· 311 – for Bylaw Dispatch Services.
