We have been working on getting our cute little community 
centre expanded to better fill the needs of our community.

Glenn Brooks 
is in FULL support of this project and is determined to see it to 
the end.  
 

The idea is simply to add a larger multi-functional room to the 
community centre. We would like something that could house 
meetings, social gatherings, fitness and sporting events. Concept 
drawings have been completed and as soon as I get permission 
to publish them I will have it posted on the web site as well at all 
MCA events. I can tell you now that the concept drawing is very 
impressive and will add value to real estate in Munster Hamlet.  
 

I am asking that any community members that can participate in 
donating services (construction, electrical, plumbing etc.) and/or 
cash to this project to contact me.  We currently are searching for 
a class D drawing (or better) from an architect who would like to 
either offer a community discount or donate services in kind. This 
level of drawing will give us a better understanding of what this 
project will cost.  
 

We are planning several fund raising activities for the upcoming 
months and I hope to see you at some of them. If you are shy, 
you can always just write a cheque ;)
